KEY MATCHES OF DAY 1 
 
Sofia Polcanova (AUT) vs Choi Hyojoo (KOR) – Women’s Singles Round of 32 | Table 1 |14:00 (GMT+4) 
Crowned European champion for the first time in her career last month in Munich, Austria’s Sofia 
Polcanova, ranked 10th in the world, heads to Muscat with renewed vigour as she looks to replicate her 
recent continental success on the WTT circuit. The top seed’s Women’s Singles campaign begins in 
opposition to Korea Republic’s Choi Hyojoo. Despite being separated by 81 positions in the ITTF Table 
Tennis World Rankings, the two players hold an even 1:1 record from their previous encounters. Polcanova 
held a 4-3 edge in their one and only senior clash at the 2019 ITTF World Tour Austrian Open, while Choi 
landed a 3-2 win at Under-21 level at the 2015 ITTF World Tour in the Czech Republic.  
 
Darko Jorgic (SLO) vs Felix Lebrun (FRA) – Men’s Singles Round of 32 | Table 1 |14:30 (GMT+4) 
The Men’s Singles top seed also makes an appearance on Day One as Darko Jorgic looks to make a positive 
early impression in Muscat. The 24-year-old Slovenian ace has enjoyed a stellar year at continental level, 
lifting the Europe Top 16 Cup and earning a silver medal at the recent European Championships. Still 
searching for his first WTT singles title, Jorgic will be made to work hard right from the off with rising star 
Felix Lebrun awaiting at the first hurdle. Can the 15-year-old French sensation cause an upset and dispatch 
Jorgic in their first-ever meeting?

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Chuang Chih-Yuan (TPE) vs Zhou Qihao (CHN) – Men’s Singles Round of 32 | Table 4 |18:30 (GMT+4) 
Later in the day we’ll see one man who’s enjoying somewhat of a renaissance on the world stage as 
Chinese Taipei stalwart Chuang Chih-Yuan opens his Men’s Singles account. The 41-year-old, ranked 16th 
in the world, has jumped nine World Ranking positions in 2022, reaching his best standing since November 
2018. Ending a six-year title draught with his successful outing at WTT Feeder Westchester 2022 in May, 
Chuang is looking to add to his collection in Muscat. However, his first opponent at Sultan Qaboos Sport 
Complex is China’s Zhou Qihao, who holds a 2:0 advantage over Chuang in the head-to-head record 
following 4-2 and 4-3 victories at ITTF World Tour events in Stockholm (2018) and Doha (2019) 
respectively.
